Kim’s Game (Leader)

This was a favorite of Baden-Powell himself.

Materials:

· A bunch of objects

· 2 rugs or tarps

Preparation:

· Place the objects at random on a rug or tarp

· Cover them with the other rug or tarp

The Game:

· Scouts stand in front of the tarp and when you’re ready to begin pull back the top tarp so they can see the objects.

· Scouts will have 30 sec (or some other time that you set depending on the number of objects) to look and memorize

· No talking!

· After time is up, Scouts can talk among themselves to make a list of the objects they have seen.

Grading:

· There are lots of ways to grade this.  Assign points for the number of objects that they get right.  Bonus points can be added for position, details, etc
