Reaching Across the River Game (Leader)
The idea of the game is to build a long pole out of short poles (staves) and use it to reach a bucket on the other side of an imaginary river.  Pick up the bucket and bring it back across the “river”

Materials:

· Rope

· 3-4 staves (the more staves, the more the challenge)

· Bucket

· Piece of coat hanger wire shaped like a hook

Preparation:

· Place the staves, ropes, and hook on one side of the “river”

· Place the bucket on the other side

The Game

· Scouts tie the staves together using round lashings (p147) and tie the hook on the end of their pole, then pick up the bucket and bring it back to this side of the “river”.

Grading:

· Give grades based on time to recover the bucket

· Take off or give bonus points based on how well the lashings are done.
