Campfire Ash Ceremony

There exists, in Scouting circles, a legend that Baden-Powell would take ashes from a ceremonial campfire and spread them into the next campfire. This was done to recall memories of past campfires and to highlight to all Scouts and Scouters the bonds that connect us with our fellow Scouts and Scouters around the world.
If anybody else has any ashes that they would like to contribute to this ceremony, I invite them to come forward now and join me.
The ashes I spread into this campfire carry memories of past campfires dating back to 1933. They have been carried around the world to over 245 Scouting campfires in 25 countries where Scouting fellowship has been shared.

In adding these ashes to our campfire tonight, we symbolically send greetings to our brother and sister Scouts around the world.  And, as these ashes mingle with tonight’s campfire we join the memories of our own past campfires with tonight’s program. 
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
