DUMC Cemetery Project

Listed below are the engravings on the 65 tombstones at the DUMC Cemetery. The numbers correspond with photos that are available from history@troop1018.org. The approximate location of the stones can be determined by either of two maps that are also available on the Troop 1018 website.

Words in Bold print are the words written on the stones. We have attempted to replicate all capital letters, commas and other marks of punctuation. A “?” means we are not positive of what we engraved, but rather we have made our best guess.  Some words and dates could not be deciphered.  

The dimensions of the stones are record in height (H), width (W) and thickness or depth (D). All measurements are in inches. Where a stone was embedded in the ground, a thickness was not recorded.

We numbered the stones before measuring them, and photographed them to help with identification.
