Job description (from the BSA Junior Leader Handbook):  The Chaplain aide works with the troop chaplain to meet the religious needs of Scouts in the troop.  He also works to promote the religious emblems program

Reports to: the assistant senior patrol leader.

Chaplain Aide duties:
· Assists the troop chaplain with religious services at troop activities, including camporees or other Scouting events
· Ensures that a Chaplain Aide is appointed for each troop outdoor activity that you do not attend

· Plans and carries out the “Scouts’ Own Service” religious program at troop activities – a template is available on the website to help with the planning.  A planning guide is also included in the “trip kit” that is taken by the adult leader on each campout.
· Saying grace (or making sure that someone is designated to say grace) at every meal during troop activities
· Tells Scouts about the religious emblem program for their faith 

· Makes sure religious holidays are considered during troop program planning 

· Helps plan for religious observance in troop activities 

· Sets a good example 

· Enthusiastically wears the Scout uniform correctly 

· Lives by the Scout Oath and Law 

· Shows Scout spirit
