Troop 1018 Patrol Leadership Duties
For all positions:

· Set a good example for others

· Show Scout spirit

· Help your fellow Scouts at all times
· Wear the uniform correctly and proudly

· Live by the Scout Oath and Law

· Ensure that your duties are carried out in your absence

Patrol Leader
· Plan and lead patrol meetings and activities involving your patrol; appoint and oversee other leaders in your patrol 
· Keep patrol members informed 
· Represent the patrol at all Patrol Leaders' Council (PLC) meetings and at the annual program planning conference
· Work closely with the Senior Patrol Leader to ensure troop tasks are carried out properly
· Help your patrol members succeed (teach skills, complete advancement requirements, advance in rank, earn merit badges)
· Ensure that your patrol is prepared to take part in all troop activities
· Develop and enhance patrol spirit (patrol flag, patrol cheer)
· Bring problems affecting the patrol to the attention of the SPL or an adult leader
Assistant Patrol Leader

· Fills in for the patrol leader in his absence; assumes all PL duties and responsibilities

Patrol Scribe

· Takes attendance at each meeting and provides the information to the Troop Scribe

· Keeps the patrol logbook which includes patrol notes, minutes of patrol meetings, etc
· Keeps a supply of forms used by the patrol

Patrol Quartermaster
· Works with Troop Quartermaster in preparing for activities; ensures that all patrol gear is packed and ready for activities, and that patrol chuck box, when needed, is complete
· Ensures that any special gear is identified for the activity (e.g. Dutch oven & accessories) and makes sure it’s packed and ready
· Makes sure that loaner equipment (e.g. tent) is issued to patrol members as required
· Ensures that gear is cleaned up and properly stored after an activity and that the chuck box is restocked
Patrol Grubmaster (note: a Grubmaster is appointed by the Patrol Leader for each campout – this duty normally rotates among members of the patrol)

· Fills out the menu sheet for the activity (with proper meal planning) at the patrol planning meeting for the activity, and has it approved by the SPL and Scoutmaster

· Purchases food for the activity, staying within budget

· Properly packs, transports, and stores food for the activity 

Cheermaster 
· Helps keep patrol morale high
· Works with SPL and adult leaders to learn songs, yells, and skits and teach them to members of the patrol
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
