Scoutmaster Minute – The Value of the Uniform
Take out a piece of blank paper.

Ask, “How much do you think this is worth?”   (nothing, of course)

Then pull out $20 bill, ask same question.

“What’s the difference, both are pieces of paper, but one has value because we accept it as having value”

This has similarities to how people view you as Scouts.

The Boy Scout program has a long established reputation of excellence with the American public.  Our Scouts take a Scout Oath and live by the Scout Law.  You may have heard statistics that shows the success of Scouts in life:  Over 70% of military academy grads, almost all of our original astronauts, CEOs, etc.

/Those who went to Kandersteg this past summer remember that we, as Boy Scouts in uniform, were pulled out of line at Dulles airport and processed separately.  What could have been a better demonstration that the value others place on Scouting.
So when you put on the Scout uniform, you, just like the $20 bill, take on a special value to those around you.  They recognized that you represent the good that has been done by the 100 million scouts that have preceded you, and proved to be excellent achievers and outstanding citizens.

Wear that uniform with pride.
