Pearl Harbor Day

Yesterday was December 7th.  Does anybody know the significance of that day?  [hopefully someone will recognize it ()

It was 67 years ago yesterday, on Sunday December 7th, 1941 that the Japanese attacked the US Pacific fleet anchored at Pearl Harbor, Hawaii.  

The attack sank four U.S. Navy battleships and damaged four more. The Japanese also sank or damaged three cruisers, three destroyers, and one minelayer, destroyed 188 aircraft, and caused personnel losses of 2,402 killed and 1,282 wounded.

I was a disaster and although there have been many studies done and many books written about the attack, the common theme that seems to come through is that the US was simply not prepared for what happened.  We didn’t believe it could happen, ignored the signs that it might, and were totally unprepared when it did.

So what does that have to do with Boy Scouts today?
