Lost on the Moon Game

This is a game that was created by NASA to teach about survival skills, logic, and teamwork.

Here are the instructions:

1. Each individual gets the “Lost on the Moon Game” list and prioritizes his listing of items to take on the trip to the mother ship.

2. AFTER completing it as individuals, form into groups (size determined by the leader).  The troop leader hands out a new list to each team.  The mission of the team is to discuss the situation, review individual inputs and come up with a new prioritized list of items.

3. After each group has completed its “team solution”, each person receives the NASA solution compare your list and the team’s list to the NASA list.  Fill in the summary sheet and come up with an overall score.

4. Generally the team score will be better than the individual scores, showing that teams tend to work problems better.  If an individual’s score is higher than the team score, it shows that the individual is not very persuasive or the team is not functioning well as a team – taking in and considering the input of each member.
