Describe the Scout Badge:

· Three Points – Three parts of the Scout Oath (Duty to God and Country, Duty to Others, Duty to Self)

· Eagle & Shield – Freedom & Scout’s readiness to defend freedom

· Two Stars – truth & knowledge

· Shape – A Scout can point the right way in life, just as a compass points north

· Knot – represents the Scout Slogan, “Do a Good Turn Daily”

· Scroll – bears Scout motto and is turned up as a reminder that the Scout smiles as he does his duty
