“Sample Campsite” Plan for Recruiting Visits
The purpose of this plan is to make suggestions for setting up a “sample campsite” to be used as a demonstration for new Scouts or visitors to our meetings.  Since the idea is just to demonstrate, there’s no need to set up a truly functioning campsite – just have enough gear out to give a flavor for what we do.
Suggest the following at a minimum:
Tent (self standing)

Chuck box (on legs)

Camp chair
Camp table
Lantern with stand

Stove with stand

Optional equipment:

A backpack with gear laid out

A flag with flagpole & stand

Dutch oven

When visiting a Cub Scout unit be prepared to talk about each piece of gear in simple terms.  Many Cub Scouts (and their families) have very little experience in camping.  Your job is to inform them about the equipment and convey a sense of excitement about the Boy Scout program and camping.
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
