Duties of the Troop 1018 Chaplain Aide

The BSA Junior Leader Handbook lists Chaplain Aide duties as follows:
Job description:  The Chaplain aide works with the troop chaplain to meet the religious needs of Scouts in the troop.  He also works to promote the religious emblems program

Chaplain Aide duties:
· Assists the troop chaplain with religious services at troop activities 

· Tells Scouts about the religious emblem program for their faith 

· Makes sure religious holidays are considered during troop program planning 

· Helps plan for religious observance in troop activities 

· Sets a good example 

· Enthusiastically wears the Scout uniform correctly 

· Lives by the Scout Oath and Law 

· Shows Scout spirit 

Keep in mind that this is a Troop leadership position, fulfilling requirement for advancement.  As such your actions and activities will set the standard for that position and will be a subject for discussion at Scoutmaster Conferences and Boards of Review.  The troop’s adult leaders are always available to help you better learn and carry out your duties.  Do not hesitate to ask for help if you need it.

As Scoutmaster of Troop 1018 I have some specific expectations for the Chaplain Aide.  These include:

· Ensuring that a Chaplain Aide is designated for each campout that you do not attend

· Saying grace (or making sure that someone is designated to say grace) at every meal during troop activities.

· Ensuring that Scouts know about the religious emblems available to them.  Tell troop leaders if one of the Scouts would like to pursue one of the emblems.

· Plan a non-denominational religious service for each campout.  Use the template on the website to help you plan it out.
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
