SCOUT SECURIT 

A TROOP 1018 Skit

for 6 or more scouts

We were struggling for skit ideas at one Camporee -- everything we thought of seemed to fall flat-- until adult leader Tom Beacham came up with the simple idea of poke fun at the extreme security measures one finds in the D.C. area. Mr. Beacham scribbled down some thoughts on the back of a piece of paper, and we threw the skit together in no time-- and it was very well-received. 

You can make the waiting line as long as you want, thus this skit can be performed with any number of Scouts. 

CAST

3 or more SCOUTS in Class A uniforms standing at the end of a line 

2 SECURITY SCOUTS, carrying a box or bag 

COOK, carrying pot and wearing chef’s hat 

Setup / Props: 

_ 3 SCOUTS, standing at the end of a long line, waiting to get into the mess tent at a Boy Scout camp.

_ During the skit, the SECURITY SCOUTS will alternate passing by the SCOUTS in line and collect their objects.

_ In general, the SCOUTS in line should hold their dialogue until the SECURITY SCOUTS walk away, so they’ll have time to “process” the other Scouts in the line before coming back.

_The dialogue among the SCOUTS in line is pretty much interchangeable, so their parts are listed simply as “SCOUT”.

SCOUT: “What’s taking so long?  Why is the line so long?”

SCOUT: “Yeah – I’m hungry.  Why isn’t the line moving?”

SCOUT: “I think it’s the new security procedures. There’s increased security everywhere.”

SECURTY SCOUT (walks up): “Scout Security here – you’ll need to pass through the security checkpoint before you can be seated for lunch.  You won’t be allowed in with certain items.  Do you have any weapons?  Guns? Knives? Explosives? Rocket launchers? Anything dangerous?

SCOUT: (reaches in pocket and holds up a knife) “I have a Scout knife here.”

SECURITY SCOUT: “You can’t get in with that.  I’ll have to take it.  You can get it back later. “  (Takes the knife, puts it in a box or bag and walks away.)

SCOUT: “Gee, they only used to take away your knife if you didn’t have your Totin’ Chip.  I hope I get that back.  That’s my favorite knife.”

SCOUT: “I’m sure you’ll be able to get it back.”

SCOUT: “Yeah, but they might make you sing `I’m a little teapot’ to get it back.

SECURITY SCOUT (returns): “You’ll have to pass through the metal detectors to get in the door.  Do you have any metal objects?  Turn them over now so that we can speed the line through.”

SCOUT: “I’ve got a neckerchief slide.”

SCOUT: “My belt buckle is metal. Does that count?”

SCOUT: “I’ve got some change for the camp store.”

SECURITY SCOUT: “Metal objects can be used as weapons.  You’ll need to turn them over, and you can get them back later. “ (Collects the items, and puts them into the box, walks away)

SCOUT: “I guess I can understand my belt being used for a weapon, but what about the neckerchief slide and the coins?”

SCOUT: “I don’t know. Maybe they think you could throw them at people?”

SCOUT: “I guess if you sharpened the edges really sharp, they MIGHT be able to draw blood???”

SECURITY SCOUT (returns): “Your shoes will have to go through the X-ray machine separately.  I’ll put them on the conveyer belt and you can pick them up later.” (collects shoes, puts them in the box, walks away)

SCOUT: “Oh great – now my socks are getting wet.”

SCOUT: “Man, your shoes really stink – I glad I don’t have that guy’s job.  I wouldn’t want to touch your shoes.”

SECURITY SCOUT (returns): “We’ll need to see some form of identification to make sure you’re allowed in.  What ID do you have?”

(Scouts pull out wallets)

SCOUT: “I’ve got a driver’s permit.”

SCOUT: “Here’s my Boy Scout ID card.”

SCOUT: “I’ve got a library card.”

SECURITY SCOUT: (collects all their wallets and puts them into the box)  “We’ll check these and get them back to you later.”  (walks off)

SCOUT: “Man – he just took my entire wallet.  I better not be missing any money when I get it back.  I had almost twenty dollars.”

SCOUT: “I’m just glad that I had something – they usually don’t accept library cards for identification.”

SECURITY SCOUT (returns): “You’ll have to turn over your neckerchiefs.  They can be used to strangle people.  Also your shirts – they can also be used to strangle people.  You can collect them all later.”  (collects them all, puts them in the box, walks away).

SCOUT (shivering): “Man - this is getting ridiculous.  I’m getting cold.”

SCOUT: “Yeah, I've been in Scouts for five years and we never had to do anything like this."
SCOUT: “I’m not taking off anything else.  If he wants my pants he can forget it.”

SCOUT: “Yeah – this cafeteria food isn’t THAT good.  It’s just not worth it.  I’d rather go hungry.”

(COOK enters)

COOK: “What are you guys doing here?  You can’t eat like that.  You need to be in Class A’s to eat inside.  No shirts, no shoes, NO SERVICE!”

SCOUT: “What do you mean?  We had to take off all our stuff and give them to the Security Scouts so we could get through the metal detectors and X-ray machines and stuff.”

COOK: “Metal detectors???  X-ray machines???  Security Scouts???  There’s no security that you have to go through to eat in the dining hall.”

SCOUT: “We’ve been had!”

SCOUT: “Those guys have got all our stuff.”

SCOUT: “Let’s go find them.”

ALL THREE: “After ‘em!” 

(SCOUTS run off stage. SECURITY SCOUTS enter from opposite side and walk up to the audience, holding up items from the box or bag.)

SECURITY SCOUTS: “Scout supplies – real cheap!  Knives, neckerchiefs, slides, belts, nice homemade wallets, fake ID’s!  Prices negotiable!”

THE END

FINAL NOTES

You might want to eliminate the shoe collection if it’s raining or if the ground is wet. Alternatively, you could place a tarp or a poncho on the ground before the skit starts for the boys to stand on.

Obviously, the SCOUTS in line need to be wearing T-shirts or some other kind of shirts underneath their Class As. Bare-chested performers are not a good idea at Boy Scout skits!
